As the fore-
word to the book says “The men and women com-
memorated in the Calendar are not simply examples 
of faithfulness to inspire us: they are active in their 
love and prayer. They are companions in the Spirit 
able to support and encourage us as we seek to be 
faithful in our own day.”  And to conclude, here is a 
fun fact for you: “saints” on the calendar are listed on 
the date of their “birth to eternal life”, i.e. their date 
of death, not their birthday.

If your schedule permits it, come join us sometime.  
I hope you will find it as enriching as I have over the 
years.

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OUTREACH

While summer is time for many people to relax and 
scale back, Outreach activities at Christ Church 
continued uninterrupted and we look forward to an 
active Fall season. We will host the next Outreach 
Committee meeting on September 11th at 10:00am in 
the meeting room. The agenda will include planning 
the Fall activities and electing new leadership as co-
chair Gaye Whyte steps down to pursue a master’s 
degree. 

Below is a brief summary of the past activities as well 
as confirmed dates for the Fall. 

Laundry Love - This Outreach initiative assists low-
income and homeless individuals and families by 
paying to wash their clothes and bedding and provides 
free laundry supplies. To date, we have done 494 
loads of laundry. Volunteers are needed to assist 
at these events (held on the first Sunday of each 
month) and we also welcome any donations of cash 
or laundry supplies. (You may drop a check into the 
collection plate or send it to the Church office with 
“Laundry Love” in the memo line.) The next Laundry 
Love event will be on Sunday, September 4th.

Family Night Grill and Chill with Capitol Hill Group 
Ministry – On Wednesday, July 13th, we hosted a large 
group from our community partner, Capitol Hill 
Group Ministry, at the weekly Grill and Chill. Thank 
you to all the volunteers who assisted with set-up 
and clean-up, staffing the children’s craft table, and 
bringing extra food to share with our guests. It was a 
huge hit and it seems the word has gotten out about 
how fun Grill and Chill events are for adults and 
children. 

Backpack and School Supply Drive - Christ Church 
participated in the annual Back-to-School collection 
drive with Capitol Hill Group Ministry (CHGM) this 
year and donated 12 backpacks and numerous school 
supplies. These items received a special blessing 
by the Rev. Mary Miller Flowers during the August 
7th service. CHGM distributes the backpacks and 
supplies to children in Ward 6 who may not have the 
ability to purchase the necessary items. Thank you to 
all who purchased school supplies or provided money 
to purchase needed items. 

Homeless Lunches - The monthly Homeless Lunch 
program continued during the summer despite the 
challenge of having to assemble 100 bagged lunches 
in the confines of the church kitchen while the Parish 
Hall was being renovated. Thank you to the volunteers 
who purchased supplies as well as the parishioners 
who helped make the lunches.
